Sequence 1 
 
 
Alexis: Hello, my name is Alexis . 
 
Sacha: I’m Sacha , uh hi! 
 
Zoe: My name is Zoe, hi! 
 
Sequence 2 
 
 
Sacha: Ok, so can someone repeat what the task is? 
 
Zoe: Yes, we need to suggest inspiring people that could be on the wall of fame and 
we need to agree on one. 
 
Sacha: Is everyone ready? Do you have any questions?  
 
Alexis Yes, Can I start? 
 
Sacha-Zoe: Sure! 
 
Sequence 3 
 
 
Alexis: Ok, so I want to propose Malala Yousafzai. I think she is very inspiring.  
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Sacha: Oh, yes, that’s the girl who was attacked by terrorists? 
 
Alexis Yes, but she is inspiring because she survived and she continued to fight for 
girls’ education. 
 
Zoe: It’s true we saw her in the movie previews. I think it’s a good choice. She was very 
courageous, but girls can come to school here. Is she a good candidate for the wall of 
fame? 
 
Sacha: Yes, I think it’s ok if the person is not from here... 
 
Zoe: Sorry, to interrupt you. That is not what I meant. What I mean is: Can she really 
inspire people here?  
 
Sacha: Well, in my opinion I think she CAN inspire people here... 
 
Alexis: I agree, I think Malala  can inspire teenagers to fight for a cause. 
 
Zoe: Yes, it’s true. 
 
Sacha: It is very inspiring, when a person risks their life.  I wanted to say that Malala 
can inspire because of her attitude. 
 
 
Zoe : Malala has an attitude? 
 
 
Sacha: No, not a bad attitude, I want to say that she is very peaceful. She doesn’t want 
revenge. She is not violent. 
 
 
Zoe:. Oh, yes and she is very courageous. Not because of the terrorists but when she 
talks to big groups of important people!
