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The U.S. Department of Transportation’s
(DOT) Pipeline and Hazardous Materials
Safety Administration (PHMSA) and Office
of Hazardous Materials Safety (OHMS)
develop, issue, and revise hazardous
materials (hazmat) regulations for the
United States. These regulations help to
control the process for transporting
hazardous materials and to ensure safety.

The regulations apply equally to private
and commercial carriers, including shipments
for the government and military. The carrier
is responsible for proper shipping papers;
placarding and marking the vehicle; loading
and unloading; compatibility and
segregation of commodities; and blocking
and bracing. If the shipper performs any of
these functions, it is still up to the carrier to
ensure they are done in full compliance.

The Hazardous Materials Regulations
(HMR) appear in the Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR), Title 49, Parts 100-185.
You can view them online at the U.S.
Government Publishing Office's Federal
Digital System: www.gpo.gov/fdsys

Registration

Anyone who transports any of the following
materials (including hazardous wastes) in interstate,
intrastate, or foreign commerce must register and
pay a fee by June 30 of each year or before
commencing transport:

W Highway route controlled quantity of Class 7
(radioactive) material

i More than 25 kg (55 Ib.) of a Division 1.1, 1.2 or 1.3
(explosive) material

% More than 1L (1.06 quarts) of a material extremely
toxic by inhalation

% Bulk shipment of hazardous materials having a
capacity of 13,248 L (3,500 gallons) or more for
liquids or gases or more than 13.24 cubic meters
(468 cubic feet) for solids

% Non-bulk shipment of hazardous materials weighing
2,268 kg (5,000 Ib.) or more that requires placarding

® Any quantity of hazardous materials that requires
placarding, except activities that are in direct support
of farm operations.

The annual fee varies depending on U.S. Small
Business Administration (SBA) size category (small or
not-small) and not-for-profit status applicable to the
carrier. A registration form with complete instructions is
available at www.phmsa.dot.gov/hazmat/registration.
Drivers must keep a copy of the current Certificate of
Registration or a document bearing the current
registration number in their vehicles at all times.

Hazmat training

All of a carrier’s employees involved in any aspect of
preparing hazardous materials for shipment or operating
a motor vehicle must be trained. Training helps increase
safety awareness and reduces hazmat accidents and
incidents.

Hazmat training must include:

® General awareness and familiarization training on
HMR and recognizing and identifying hazardous
materials

¥ Function-specific training on how employees can
perform their jobs while meeting the regulations

I Safety training on how employees can avoid accidents,
protect themselves, and respond to an emergency

¥ Security awareness training on security risks associated
with transport of hazardous materials and methods to
enthance security

Tips and Facts

® In-depth security training on the security plan and its
implementation

In addition, carriers must provide drivers with
training on safe motor vehicle operation and on
applicable requirements in the Motor Carrier Safety
Regulations in 49 CFR Parts 390-397.

Training is required within 90 days of employment
or a change in job function. Hazmat employees should
receive recurrent training on the HMR at least once every
three years.

Carriers must keep written records of training
conducted within the last three years for current
employees, and retain records of former employees for
90 days after termination.

The training record must include:

# The hazmat employee’s name

M Completion date of most recent training

B Description, copy, or location of training materials

% Name and address of trainer

M Certification that employee has been trained and tested

Note that additional training requirements for drivers
as specified in 49 CFR may be satisfied by compliance
with current requirements for a Commercial Drivers’
License (CDL) with a tank vehicle or hazardous materials
endorsement.

Anyone who knowingly violates the hazardous materials
regularions is subject to a civil penalty of at least $250
minimum to no minimum and not more than $55,000 to
$77,114 per violation, except no more than $110,000 to
$179,993 if violation causes death, serious injury or sickness,
or significant property damage, and no less than $495 to
$463 if violation relates to training, Additional enforcement
action by the DOT’s Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration (FMCSA) is possible. (49 CFR §107.329)

Classification of materials

The first step in the safe transportation of
hazardous materials is determining whether a material
falls into any of the nine Hazard Classes identified by the
DOT. Use the Hazardous Materials Table (HMT) in 49
CFR §172.101 to determine if this is the case and, if so,
to select the proper shipping name (PSN) and basic
shipping description. If the material is listed in Appendix
A and its quantity exceeds the reportable quantity, “RQ”
must be added to the shipping description.

Hazardous materials fall into nine Classes:

1.) Explosives (§173.50)

2.) Flammable gases, non-flammable compressed gases,
and poisonous gases (§173.115)

3.) Flammable or combustible liquid (§173.120)

4.) Other flammable materials (§173.124)

5.) Oxidizers and organic peroxides (§173.127 and
§173.128)

6.) Poison, infectious substances (§173.132 and
§173.134)

7.) Radioactive materials (§173.403)

8.) Corrostve materials (§173.136)

9.) Miscellaneous hazardous materials (§173.140)

Shipping papers

The shipping papers, also known as the bill of
lading, are required and include important information
identifying the hazardous materials being shipped. They
also provide information on taking action to protect
the driver’s safety and the public’s safety should an

incident occur.

The shipping document should be prepared in

accordance with regulation and include:

# The hazardous material description (e.g. flammable,
flammable gas, etc.) followed by the proper shipping
name, and if required, technical name

M The hazard class(es) or division(s)

M United Nations or North American ID number

W Packing group (in Roman numerals)

i Total quantity (by mass or volume)

¥ Number and type of packages

B Emergency contact and phone number

i Information about mitigating an incident
W Shipper’s certification and signature

¥ Name and address of shipper (not required as per
49 CFR)

Here are some key considerations:

¥ Hazardous materials description is in the right order.

5 Hazardous materials are listed first, have an “X” in the
HM column, are in a different color, or are highlighted
if the shipping paper is reproduced.

W Shipping papers are legible, printed (manually or
mechanically) in English, and meet HM requirements.

M Driver can immediately reach the shioping papers while
at the vehicle’s controls, or leaves them on the driver's
seat or in a holder in the driver’s side door when away
from the cab or not at the controls.

I Papers are easily recognizable and accessible to
authorities and emergency response personnel.

¥ Emergency response information may be provided in
the form of the Emergency Response Guidebook (ERG)
or Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS).

B Available for at least 2 years after shioment.

The shipper may use the Hazardous Waste Manifest
as the shipping paper for hazardous waste shipments.
Shipping paper requirements are found in 49 CFR
Subpart C §§172.200-172.205. The required description
of hazardous materials is found in 49 CFR §172.202.

A law enforcement agency within the U.S.
Department of the Treasury, the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives (ATF) enforces
federal laws and regulations relating to alcohol,
tobacco products, firearms, explosives, and arson.
Through explosives regulation and enforcement
programs, the ATF works to prevent both the
criminal use and accidental detonations of explosives.
It uses National Response Teams and International
Response Teams to investigate explosives incidents.
(www.atf.gov).

The FMCSA develops and enforces trucking
regulations, including Hazardous Materials
Regulations (HMR). HMR help ensu-e the safe and
secure transport of hazardous marterials by addressing
hazardous materials classification, proper packaging,
employee training, hazard communication, and
operational requirements. (www.fmcsa.dot.gov;
(800) 832-5660)

The National Response Center (NRC) is the
federal point of contact for reporting all oil and
chemical spills anywhere in the U.S. The NRC
maintains a 24-hour-per-day, 7-day-a-week, 365-day-
a-year operations center. (Wwww.nrc.uscg.mil;

(800) 424-8802, (202) 267-2675)

The Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) strives to ensure a safe and
healthful workplace by preventing work-related
injuries, illnesses, and deaths. (www.osha.gov;

(800) 321-6742)

The Pipeline and Hazardous Safety
Administration (PHMSA) oversees the Hazardous
Materials Information Center (HMIC) to help with
use of the Hazardous Materials Regulations (HMR).
The complete HMR, including the hazardous
materials table, clarifications, and exemptions, plus
links to other resources, are available ar their website.

The American Trucking Associations (ATA)
represents the interests of the trucking industry by
influencing state and federal government, providing
educational programs and industry research, and
promoting highway and driver safety.

Hazmat
Identifiers

HMR require the shipper to identify hazardous
materials and supply the proper labels and placards. The
carrier is responsible for affixing the placards and
ensuring all of the proper placards are in place for the
material being transported. They must also ensure that
placards are immediately replaced if lost in transit.

Types of communication usually accompanying a

hazardous material shipment:

i Labels are affixed to packages and containment
devices, providing a warning about hazardous
contents.

M Handwritten or stenciled markings appear on
packages, freight containers, and transport vehicles to
identify material and other information about the
shipment.

B Placards appear on large containers and vehicles,
providing warnings about hazardous contents from
a distance.

Labels, markings, and placards must conform to the
regulations. Elevated temperature products and marine
pollutants may require specific labeling, marking, and

placarding as determined by tables in 49 CFR.

Proper labeling

Packages or containment devices used in shipping
hazardous materials must bear a label to provide warning
about the marterial’s hazards. The HMT identifies the
proper labels for the hazardous material in column 6 of
the 49 CFR §172.101 Table (see also 49 CFR
§172.400). The design of each label is closely regulated
and corresponds to a hazard class and division number.

Here are some general guidelines:

1 The label must be visible and located near the proper
shipping name.

W If multiple labels are required, they need to appear
next to each other.

M Text indicating a hazard, e.g. “corrosive,” is not
required on labels for Classes 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 8.
¥ Packages or containment devices may be labeled even
when not required by the regulations, as long as the
label represents a hazard of the material inside the

package.
(See 49 CFR §172.400-407)

Using markings

The shipper must place markings on packages,
freight containers, and vehicles containing hazardous
materials.

Markings must:

¥ Be durable, in English, and printed on the surface of a
package or a label, sign, or tag.

B Be displayed on a background of sharply contrasting
color and located away from other markings such as
advertising that could inhibit their effectiveness.

M Avoid the use of abbreviations unless authorized as
long as the material is a hazardous material and the
label represents a hazard of the matetial inside the

package.

Non-bulk hazardous materials should be marked
with the materials’ proper shipping name, identification
number, and the name and address of the consignor or
consignee. Additional markings may be required
depending on the material or container. For example,
vehicles or freight containers containing lading that was
fumigated or treated with a poisonous solid, liquid, or
gas shall be marked FUMIGATION. Non-bulk
combination packagings having an inner packaging
containing liquid hazardous materials must be marked
with orientation arrows. Marine pollutants as listed in
Appendix B to §172.101 of the HMR also need to be
marked. (49 CFR §§172.300, 173.9, 172.312, 172.322)

Placarding
Compliance

Anyone transporting hazardous materials must
comply with placarding requirements. The shipper
must provide the placards, while it is the carrier’s
responsibility to affix them to the vehicle.

Placards are similar to labels, except larger so
they can convey information about a hazardous material
from a distance. They are put on bulk (larger) packages
and transport vehicles, and their design is regulated by
the HMR.

Additional requirements:

1 Vehicles, freight containers, and portable tanks
containing a poisonous material that meets the Poison-
Inhalation shipping description must be
placarded with POISON-INHALATION
HAZARD or POISON GAS placards.

# Vehicles, containers, and portable tanks that contain
454 kilograms (1,001 Ib.) or more gross weight of
fissile or low-specific activity uranium hexafluoride
must be placarded with both RADIOACTIVE and
CORROSIVE placards.

I Hazardous materials that possess secondary hazards
may be placarded with subsidiary placards.

i Vehicles, containers, and portable tanks containing
material that can become dangerous when wet must be
placarded with DANGEROUS WHEN WET placards.

™ As with labels, placards can be used even when they
are not required, as long as the material is a hazardous
material, the placard represents a hazard of the
material inside the package, and the placarding
otherwise complies with regulations.

(See 49 CFR Subpart F §§172.500-172.560 for

complete requirements and exemptions.)

Known quantity

Vehicles, containers, or rail cars transporting any
quantity of the following hazardous materials Classes
and Divisions must be placarded:
W Explosive 1.1, 1.2, and 1.3
W Poison gas 2.3
¥ Dangerous when wet 4.3

¥ Organic peroxide 5.2

8 Poison 6.1 (PG1, inhalation hazard only)

R Radioactive 7 (Required with the Radioactive
Yellow III label only. See §172.203 and
§§173.427-173.476)

Placards are required for the following hazardous
Classes and Divisions in quantities of 454 kg (1,001 1b.)
or more:
® Explosive 1.4, 1.5 (blasting agents), and 1.6
M Flammable gas 2.1
A Non-flammable gas 2.2
% Flammable 3
# Combustible liquid
¥ Flammable solid 4.1
¥ Spontaneous combustible 4.2
m Oxidizer 5.1
B Organic peroxide 5.2
# Poison 6.1 (other than inhalation)

W Corrosive 8
M Miscellaneous hazardous materials 9 (not required for
U.S. domestic shipments)

Vehicles, containers, or rail cars containing two or
more non-bulk shipments of hazardous materials that
require different placards in this list may instead simply
be placarded “Dangerous.” However, when 1,000 kg
(2,205 1b.) or more of one category of material is loaded
at one loading facility, the placard specified in this list
must be applied.

Drivers are also required to show the identification
number on both sides and each end of the trailer for
shipments of more than 8,820 pounds (4,000 kg) of a
single commodity that is not in bulk. This is in
addition to any other required labeling or placarding,
and only applies if the shipment is loaded at one point
and no other freight is placed in the vehicle.

Placard regulation

The DOT prohibits carriers from displaying
extraneous information on placards and in placard
holders, such as signs, advertisements, slogans, or other
devices that could be confused with hazmat labels or
placards. This includes safety slogans such as “Drive
Safely.” (49 CFR §172.502)

Explosives

Dangerous Corrosive
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Incident Prevention

and Response

There are several steps drivers can take to minimize
the likelihood of a hazmat incident. We've compiled the
major rules and some handy checklists that can help. By
following these rules, the chances of needing the
emergency phone numbers and response procedures also
found in this section will hopefully remain slim.

Hazmat segregation

Hazardous materials need to be properly
segregated to prevent a potentially dangerous reaction
that could damage the shipment and harm people. For
example, cyanides should not be stored with acids,
Division 4.2 materials should not be stored with Class 8
liquids, and Division 6.1 Packing Group 1 and Hazard
Zone A materials should not be stored with Class 3
material, Class 8 liquids, or Division 4.1, 4.2, 4.3, 5.1,
or 5.2 material.

The table in §177.848 clearly defines which
materials may or may not be stored or transported
together in the same vehicle or storage facility. It also
explains how certain materials must be separated during
transport to avoid dangerous commingling. In general,
corrosive liquids may not be loaded adjacent to
flammable or oxidizing materials, unless the shipper
knows that the mixture would not cause a fire or
dangerous gas.

Class 1 explosives may not be loaded, stored, or
transported next to each other, except as provided for in
the compatibility table in §177.848. See also §177.835,
which describes the special care in loading and unloading
Class 1 explosives — for example, engines should be
turned off; bale hooks or metal tools should not be used,
and packages should not be dropped or thrown.

Loading and unloading

The regulations include specific requirements on
properly loading and unloading hazardous materials.
These are intended to improve safety by ensuring proper
handling, preventing unnecessary movement of
hazardous materials, and preventing fire.

The requirements also include special loading and
unloading procedures for certain Hazard Classes,
including flammable liquids, flammable solids, oxidizers,
pyroforic liquids, corrosives, gases, poisonous gases,
and radioactive materials. (See 49 CFR Subpart B
§§177.834-177.843)

Incident response

Should a hazardous materials incident occur,
follow the procedures set up by the carrier. This could
include the Emergency Response Guidebook, the Material
Safety Data Sheet, or the driver’s company’s procedure.

Here’s some advice to help prepare for an incident:

W If involved in an accident, turn off the engine to
prevent flammable materials from igniting.

¥ Call the emergency response phone number in the
shipping doecument as soon as possible to ensure that
emergency responders arrive at the scene quickly.
Contact the appropriate national emergency response
agency (see box) for immediate advice on handling
the incident.

B Don’t rush in too quiekly to help. Help only if it is safe
to do so; otherwise wait for emergency responders to
arrive.

W Prevent others from entering the area and stay upwind
of hazardous gases or fumes.

B Do not touch, taste, or smell spilled hazardous
materials.

W Provide emergency responders with any information or

help they need.

Reporting an incident

When a spillage of hazardous materials occurs, the
driver should immediately call his or her carrier. The
carrier needs to notify the National Response Center
(NRC) at (800) 424-8802 or (202) 267-2675 or
www.nrc.uscg.mil at the earliest practical moment, but
at least within 12 hours, if one of the situations listed
below in “Immediate notification” has occurred.

If the driver is not sure the material spilled is a
reportable quantity (identified by “RQ” in the shipping
papers), he or she can still contact the NRC. Note that
calling other sources such as CHEMTREC?® or the police
does not constitute contacting NRC.

If the incident involves infectious materials,
the driver may call the Centers for Disease Control
(CDC) at (800) 232-4636 instead of the NRC.
Depending on the extent of the incident, the driver may
also need to immediately contact the appropriate
government agency — OSHA or ATE.

A detailed written report, DOT Form F 5800.1,
must be completed within 30 days of the incident.

(See 49 CFR §§171.15, 171.16, and 172.602)

Immediate notification

Immediate telephone notification to the NRC is
required if:
W Someone is killed or hospitalized
B Public evacuation occurs and lasts more than one hour
® One or more transportation arteries or facilities close
for one or more hours
| Radioactive or etiologic material breaks, spills, or
causes a fire
B Marine pollutant release exceeds 450 L (119 gallons)
liquid or 400 kg (882 Ib.) solid, or continuing danger

to life exists on the scene

What to carry in every cab

Every driver should have a copy of the ERG or some
form of emergency response procedures, such as an MSDS
or the company’s own procedure. Copies of the ERG are
available for free download at www.phmsa.dot.gov/
hazmat/outreach-training/erg.

! Copy of training records (state mandated, so check

Stepping up security

Every day, millions of tons of hazardous
materials are safely transported, but in the wrong hands
they pose a significant danger.

In the wake of September 11, 2001, PHMSA has
worked with hazardous materials shippers and carriers
and with Federal, state, and local government agencies to
enhance hazardous materials transportation security.

PHMSA has established new security requirements
based on two strategies that are critical to improving
security. One is developing and implementing a security
plan. The other is training employees who handle and
transport hazardous materials in how to recognize and
react to security threats. (See 49 CFR §172.704 and 49
CFR $172.802.)

At a minimum, security plans should include:

% Personnel security measures to confirm information
provided by job applicants for positions involving
access to and handling of hazardous materials

! Measures to prevent unauthorized people from gaining
access to hazardous materials

! Classification by job title of the official presiding over
the plan, and defined duties per position or department
responsible for implementing their portion of the plan
as well as notifying others when portions of the plan are
to be implemented.

M Measures to address security risks posed to hazardous
materials en route from origin to destination

Security training should cover:

B Awareness of security risks associated with
transportation of hazardous materials and methods to
enhance security

& How to recognize and respond to a possible threat

B Company’s security objectives, securizy structure, and
specific security procedures

B Employee responsibilities, including actions to take in
the event of a security breach

Anti-terrorism tips
for drivers

To help drivers move hazardous materials more safely
and securely in the face of a terror threat ifor example, if the
National Threat Level is raised to Code (irange), FMCSA
recommends a number of steps, including:

M Be aware if you are being followed, especially by
vehicles with three or more people

! If you think you are being followed, call 911 or your

dispatcher immediately

® Don’ discuss cargo, destination, or trip specifics over an
open channel or with people you dont know

% When leaving your facility, look for possible criminal
surveillance of your truck or facility

W Be aware if someone is approaching your vehicle when
you are stopped at a traffic light or in traffic

M If someone is trying to hijack you, try to keep the truck
moving

M Leave your truck at a secure parking lot or truck stop
whenever possible or have someone wa=ch the vehicle

M Never leave the truck running; shut off the engine and
lock up

i Avoid stopping in high crime or unsafe areas

M Use methods such as seals to prevent and identify
tampering

B Check the electronic tracking system regularly and notify
the dispatcher about any tampering or when it is not
working

¥ Load and store hazardous materials only when sufficient
security is around, inspecting your vehizle after all stops

B Make sure your communication devices work. Carry a
backup device

M Make sure your truck has an engine kill switch, and use
brake and fifth wheel locks

Vehicle inspections help to catch potential problems before they occur. Conduct a walk-around inspection before you
head out on the road and again during periodic rest and meal stops. The following inspection procedure for tractor/
trailers was developed by the Federal Department of Transportation.

Deregulation and
standardization of the
trucking industry

Drivers know their industry is a thicket of rules and
regulations. At the same time, they often hear about
deregulation. This section highlights some of the most
important legislative developments of the last 25 years and
explains key results — far-reaching programs that affect
truckers every day.

Deregulation refers to a series of legislative
actions taken in the early 1980s. Contrary to popular
perception, this legislation was not meant to eliminate rules.
Instead, one goal was to change how operating authority was
granted, and another was to standardize weight and size
limits across the country. In the early 1990s, new legislation
further clarified and extended these provisions and as
mandated participation in programs designed to ensure that

goals would be achieved.

Operating authority

Between 1935 and 1980, motor carriers were granted
operating authority by the Interstate Commerce Commission
(ICC) on the basis of whether their business constituted a
public convenience and necessity. This requirement meant
that carriers holding authority for particular routes could
argue that new carriers weren't necessary. The regulatory
barriers to entry into the industry were high. The 1980 Motor
Carrier Act, one of the first pieces of deregulation legislation,
changed the requirements for operating authority to being
able ro meet a fit, willing, and able standard. This means that
a carrier need only show ability to service a route, not whether
that ability is demanded by the matket. As a result, the

process of gaining entry into the industry became easier.

Standardization

While motor carrier operations were being
simplified, other legislation combined international weight
and size limits with the restoration and completion of the
interstate highway system. Two important pieces of
legislation helped begin the process.

# The Federal-Aid Highway Act of 1981 marked a shift in
focus in the federal highway program toward finally
completing the Interstate system and then moving ahead
with rehabilitating it. The “4 Rs” (resurfacing, restoration,
rehabilitation, and reconstruction) were addressed in
hopes of completing, preserving, and rehabilitating the
Interstate system.

M The 1982 Surface Transportation Assistance Act (STAA)
identified many concerns relating to highway
infrastructure and funding, But it also established weight
and size limits for trucks and longer combination vehicles
(LCV) to help stave off premature deterioration of
highways. A chart of the current weight and size
provisions is found on pages A14-Al15. By the early 1990s,
14 states had managed to slowly expand the use of LCVs,
but this expansion was halted in 1991 by the Intermodal
Surface Transportation Efficiency Act (ISTEA). (See page
A13 for details on LCVs.)

In addition to imposing a freeze on LCVs, ISTEA
contained Title IV, the Motor Carrier Act of 1991, which
required state uniformity in vehicle registration and fuel tax
reporting. Four key components of ISTEA Title IV were the
imposition of deadlines for states to participate in the
International Registration Plan, deadlines for participation in
the International Fuel Tax Agreement, instructions directing
the ICC to establish a new procedure for motor carriers to
register operating authority with states (Single State
Registration System), and finally, the ISTEA “freeze” that set
limits on weight and size requirements for trucks with
double or triple trailers weighing more than 80,000 pounds.

The International Fuel Tax Agreement is a base
state fuel tax program based on the International
Registration Plan principle. IFTA was designed to
simplify fuel tax administration and collection,
improve fuel tax-related efficiency and workflow, and
decrease cash transactions and paperwork.

IFTA jurisdictions include the 48 contiguous
U.S. states and the 10 Canadian provinces. A carrier’s
base state issues fuel credentials, which allow travel in
each member jurisdiction. IFTA advantages are
numerous and include:

# IFTA significantly reduces paperwork and
compliance burdens.

M Only one IFTA license is issued, a copy of which
must be kept in the vehicle cab.

B Only two IFTA decals are required. They must
be placed on the exterior portion of both sides of
the cab.

W Possession of the IFTA license and decal permit a
vehicle to operate in all member jurisdictions.

¥ Only one quarterly fuel tax report is required,
detailing operations in all member jurisdictions.

1 Because fuel tax overpayments are compared to tax
liabilities between jurisdictions, IFTA reciprocity
can reduce or eliminate cash transactions.

B [FTA enables only one check to or one refund from
the base state.

1 Audits are conducted by the base jurisdiction only.

B Fuel bonds are no longer required, unless carriers
fail to file returns or when audits indicate severe
problems requiring a bond.

In April 2011, the United States and Mexico
announced a Pilot Program to implement the NAFTA
trucking provisions for operations beyond the U.S.
border commercial zones. Mexico also has
implemented a similar program. The particulars of the
Pilot Program include:

* A duration of no more than three years;

* There is no limit on the number of U.S. or
Mexican participating carriers;

® Mexican carriers must:

o Complete OP-1MX application;

o Successfully pass a Pre-Authority Safety
Audit (PASA); and,

o Have appropriate insurance coverage

* Strong enforcement initiatives:

o Stage 1: Provisional authority is issued, trucks
will be checked every time they cross the border
for 3 months

o Stage 2: Number of checks will equal the
average number for all border truck crossings,
with trucks required to have a CVSA decal, and
will undergo a Compliance Review within
18 months

o Stage 3: Permanent authority will be issued
upon conclusion of the pilot.

* Transportation of hazardous materials is not
allowed in the Pilot Program;

* Mexican and U.S. trucks will be tracked for
compliance with various regulations including the
prohibition to transport domestic cargo (only
international cargo transportation is allowed
under NAFTA);

* All motor carriers participating in the Pilot must
comply with all regulations impacting motor carrier
operations in both countries, including limits on
driving hours, fiscal and financial liability
requirements, vehicle environmental standards,
registration procedures, ctc.

The International Registration Plan is the result of
more than 30 years of cooperative effort by all
jurisdictions of the United States and Canada to create
a fair vehicle registration reciprocity agreement. IRP
combines benefits of its predecessors, the Uniform
Proration and Reciprocity Agreement and the
Multistate Reciprocity Agreement.

Crucial IRP benefits include “one plate per
vehicle” and equitable distribution of license fees.

By 1973, this agreement became what is known today

as the International Registration Plan. Today,

membership in IRP includes all 48 contiguous

U.S states, the District of Columbia, and the

ten Canadian provinces.

IRP incorporated in 1994 and became mandatory
in 1997. States or provinces that did not participate in
IRP faced forfeiture of their ability to regulate
interstate trucking. IRP was adopted on time by all
relevant jurisdictions. IRP has many benefits:

# Under IRD, registering a fleet of interjurisdictional
vehicles is a one-stop process for motor carriers.

11 Motor carriers can operate in any IRP jurisdiction
displayed on the cab card (provided that proper
operating authority has been obtained).

1 Payment of license fees is simple: Fees are paid
on the basis of total distance operated in all
jurisdictions.

1 Only one license plate and one cab card is issued for each
apportionable fleet vehicle registered under the plan.

In 2005, the federal highway bill known as the
Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation
Equity Act, A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) repealed
the Single State Registration System (SSRS) and
replaced it with the Unified Carrier Registration
Agreement (UCRA). The SSRS repeal was effective
January 1, 2007.

Highlights of the UCRA:

W Like the SSRS, the UCRA is a program whereby fees
are collected and distributed to states.

M The UCRA is a state-run program.

1% All interstare motor carriers are required to register. If
a cartier has a USDOT number, it’s subject to the
regulations.

B Fees are based on the total number of commercial
vehicles operated, not on a per-vehicle basis. This
means fees are in tiers. Entities covered by the UCRA
but which do not operate commerical motor vehicles
(brokers, freight forwarders, and leasing companies)
are assessed at the rate of the smallest motor carrier
operation tier.

1 For UCRA fleet measurement purposes, a commercial
vehicle is a vehicle used in interstate commerce with a
gross vehicle weight or gross vehicle weight rating of
at least 10,001 pounds; o, if a passenger vehicle, one
that is built to carry more than 10 persons, including
the driver; or any vehicle that transports hazardous
materials in a quantity requiring placarding.

Comprehensive Safety Analysis 2010 (CSA 2010)
is an initiative by the Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration (FMCSA) intended to improve large
truck and bus safety. The FMCSA has developed a new
operational model based on the CSA initiative. The
new operational model involves a series of new
enforcement and compliance procedures, including
specific driver and carrier measurements. Based on the
measurements, drivers and carriers may be subject to
intervention and, in some cases, penalties.

Customs and Immigration:

From the U.S. into Mexico:

U.S. carriers can provide through-trailer service into
Mexico, with most shipments between Mexico and the
U.S. being interchanged with a Mexican trucking firm at
the border. A number of U.S. carriers either enter into
joint ventures with Mexican trucking firms or establish a
Mexican company to provide service. As required under the
North American Free Trade Agreement, Mexico’s
transportation ministry, the Secretaria de Comunicaciones
y Transportes (SCT), has an application form for U.S.
carrjers seeking operating authority into Mexico. The
authority by SCT is valid to transport international cargo
only in Mexico.

From Mexico into the United States:

Shipments from Mexico may clear U.S. Customs at
the border point, and only the normal paperwork is needed
unless the shipment is moving “in-bond” for clearance
somewhere other than the border crossing point. The U.S.
and Mexico agreed in early 2011 to implement the
NAFTA trucking provisions. On July 8, the U.S.
Department of Transportation (DOT) announced a
NAFTA trucking pilot program for Mexican long-haul
motor carriers to operate beyond the U.S. border
commercial zones. The application process for such MX
carriers can be found at cms.fmcsa.dot.gov/registration/
form-op-1mx.

M All southern border ports of entry require the submission
of manifest information to U.S. Customs and Border
Protection (CBP) via the Automated Commercial
Environment (ACE) e-Manifest program. Use of
e-Manifests is mandatory at all U.S. land ports of entry.
Carriers can submit the required information through
the ACE Secure Data Portal, by electronic data
interchange (EDI), or by using the services of a third
party. For more informaton, go to www.cbp.gov/trade/
automated.

Amendments to Customs Law:

On December 9, 2013, Mexico issued a decree
amending various provisions to their customs law, in
order to promote transparency and simplification of
procedures, promote trade openness among trade
participants, and establish an effective exchange of
information between authorities through electronic
systems.

Here is a summary of the amendments: Importers and
€Xporters can carry out customs clearance through an
appointed legal representative, without having to use a
customs broker, and can be done at any customs location.
The legal representative must be registered with the Tax
Administration Service (SAT), and companies must have
their pedimentos validated through the SAT’s customs
electronic system. Filing documents digitally, will allow
users to have an easier system to correct information in
custom documents.

General issues to keep in mind when

Mexico and a Mexican Licencia Federal (Mexico Federal

CDL) is valid in the U.S. The licenses have reciprocity.
W Carriers must be properly insured to operate in Mexico.
i Some goods and services that drivers take for granted—

for example, truck stops—are not as prevalent in Mexico.

Vehicle Inspections

Mexico's federal department of transportation, the
Secretarfa de Comunicaciones y Transportes (SCT), issued
a regulation on June 29, 2012 establishing timetables for
inspecting Commercial Motor Vehicle (CMV) equipment
operating in Mexico, including U.S. based equipment.
The Norma Oficial Mexicana NOM-068-SCT-2-2014
established the requirements for performing such
inspections, but the timeframes for conducting the
inspections had not been determined. SCT has now
determined that all CMVs, including tractors and trailers,
and, if applicable, dollies, must be inspected every six
months and must have a decal or paperwork verifying such
an inspection has been performed. SCT stated that
Mexico will accept U.S. inspections conducted at the
federal and state level that comply with annual CMV
inspections required under 49CFR 396.17. However,
again, such inspections will have to be performed every six
months rather than the yearly inspection required under
49CFR §396.17.(c). In essence, carriers can comply with
this Mexican vehicle inspection program by having Mexico
bound vehicles inspected and showing a CVSA decal issued

in the last six months.

In addition to those issues, laws and regulations on
accidents are different in Mexico. The legal system allows
the injured parties to waive prosecution. If this does not
happen, the trucker may spend time in jail waiting for an
investigation. If the trucker is found liable, he or she may
have to stay in jail until the trial.

Border Security

The United States has implemented a program
called Customs-Trade Partnership Against Terrorism
(C-TPAT) to improve security throughout supply chains
moving goods across the border. The Canadian counterpart
of C-TPAT is the Partners in Protection (PIP) program.
The Mexican counterpart of C-TPAT is called Nuevo
Esquema de Empresas Certificada (NEEC). Information
about NEEC is available at www.certificacionneec.com.

Canada, Mexico, and the U.S. have developed a joint
program called Free and Secure Trade (FAST). Although
FAST is a voluntary program, Customs is promoting it as
the program that will allow for expedited clearance at ports
of entry. Drivers have to apply to be accepted into the
FAST program, at which time a fee is collected. The
application is processed, and includes extensive background
checks on the drivers. Once approved, the driver will be
given a FAST card, which is valid for five years, to use at
specially designated lanes. Participating in FAST requires
all parts of the supply chain to be C-TPAT certified,
including the carrier, driver, importer and manufacturer,
with the driver holding a FAST card. For more information
on C-TPAT and FAST, see www.cbp.gov/
border-security/ports-entry/cargo-security/
c-tpat-customs-trade-partnership-against-terrorism.

As mentioned before, the Transportation Security
Administration (TSA) requires Mexican and Canadian
drivers transporting placarded amounts of hazardous
materials in the United States undergo a background check
equal to that of U.S.-based drivers. TSA has designated the
FAST card and the TWIC as compatible to the Hazardous
Materials Endorsement background check. Canadian and
Mexican drivers holding such credentials are in compliance
with TSAs security threat assessment regulations

As of January 31, 2008, the United States, under the
Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative (WHTT), requires all
individuals entering the U.S. at land crossings to carry a
passport or other secure document. Commercial drivers are
subject to this requirement and should pay close attention
to State Department and Department of Homeland
Security announcements. The FAST card is considered a
WHTT compliant travel document.
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Icy, snowy roads or construction traffic can turn
routine shipments into costly headaches. Check the status
of roads with this useful list of state and province phone
numbers and websites.

Starting January 3, 2012, the Federal Motor
Carriers Safety Administration (FMSCA) and the
Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety
Administration (PHMSA) joined together to create a
new federal law restricting the use of hand-held mobile

This rulemaking was designed to improve safety on the
nation's highways by reducing the prevalence of

distracted driving-related crashes, fatalities, and injuries
involving drivers of CMVs. CMV drivers may only use
hand-held devices if the vehicle is pulled off the road in

The Governors Highway Safety Association
(GHSA) has issued a compilation of state laws that
limit and prohibit drivers' use of cell phones or texting.
No state bans all cell-phone use by all drivers, but in
many places broader restrictions apply to new drivers
and certain others. State texting prohibitions are much
more common. For more details, go to www.ghsa.org.
It might be noted that at least half the Canadian
provinces also prohibit the use of hand-held cell phones

Tite 49 USC, 31114 provides that the states may
not deny reasonable access to vehicles of the width and
length limits required by Tide 49 USC, 31111 and
31113 between the National Network and terminals;
facilities for food, fuel, repairs, and rest; and points of
loading and unloading for household goods carriers,
motor carriers of passengers, and single-unit trailers
normally used in twin-trailer combinations.

The individual states were originally allowed by the
DOT to establish their own reasonable access
provisions for such vehicles. However, the Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA) subsequently issued a
rule requiring states to allow access between the National
Network and terminals and service facilities in 1990.

This includes several important provisions:

8 No state may deny access within one mile of the
National Network except for specific safety reasons on
individual routes. A petition may be filed with the
state for access beyond this distance. The state has 90
days in which to reply or the route is granted.

B A “terminal” is defined as any location where
freight originates, terminates, or is handled in the
transportation process; or where a commercial motor
carrier maintains facilities.

i Approval of access on any one route applies to all
vehicles of the same type, regardless of ownership.
Furthermore, a state may not impose blanket
restrictions against vehicles that are 102 inches wide.

Individual states should be consulted to determine
if access has been established for distances beyond one
mile from the Nadonal Network for specific routes.
The reasonable access provisions shown on the
accompanying table have been prepared from data
supplied in November, 2017 to Rand McNally by the
individual states.

Federal law provides that states may not deny
reasonable access for vehicles loaded to Interstate System
weight limits between that system and terminals and
facilities for food, fuel, repairs, and rest. However, the
FHWA has never issued regulations governing what
access is reasonable for such vehicles. Nevertheless, it
considers that at least one mile on state or state-
maintained highways should be allowed and that
further distance should be carefully considered by

state authorities.
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Longer Combination Vehicles (LCVs) are defined as
any combination of a truck tractor and two or more
trailers or semitrailers which operate on the Interstate
System at a gross vehicle weight (gvw) greater than

80,000 pounds.

In late 1991, Congress passed legislation which froze
the grandfathered weight that LCVs may carry on the

commercial motor vehicles with two or more cargo-
carrying units to whatever length of cargo-carrying units

This table does not include the maximum gross
weight limit for LCVs; check with each individual state.

Structures with a legal or less-than-legal clearance on the U.S., the Trans-
Canada, state, provincial, and other major routes used by motor carriers are listed
here. Generally, county and local roads with any low clearance locations are not
included in the listings. Information on vertical obstructions such as overpasses,
trusses, and tunnels was provided to Rand McNally by the individual state and
provincial highway departments from their bridge inventory files. Each structure
is listed by route and location. Its vertical clearance, provided by the state or
province, is given, as well as its grid location on the appropriate map.

Heights listed are believed to be accurate, but they may not take into
consideration any discrepancies caused by curvatures in the roadway or changes
resulting from ongoing roadway and/or structure maintenance. Heights listed are
not to be relied on as indicating the actual safe clearance available, nor are the
lists of low clearance locations to be taken as being all-inclusive. Neither the
sources nor Rand McNally can warrant the height of listed clearances, and the
driver of the vehicle is ultimately responsible for determining that adequate

clearance exists before proceeding along any route.

Structures of less-than-legal clearance on routes restricted to trucks are

NOT listed in the low clearance locations.

Permanent weigh stations

Locations of permanent weigh stations were supplied by state,
provincial, and other official agencies. Each permanent weigh station is keyed
to, and the location shown on, the appropriate state, provincial, and city map.
The list of permanent weigh stations in this directory indicates the direction in
which scales operate (when available); the map may not have an arrow for each
direction at each location, due to space limitations. If the state or province also
uses portable scales, that fact is noted. Aimost every state, all provinces, the
Northwest Territories, and Yukon have portable scales.

States may conduct motor carrier inspections at weigh station locations.
The directory provides information about weigh station locations where motor

carrier inspections are performed.

States and provinces may use weigh station locations as ports of entry
for the issuance of permits; weigh stations that are also ports of entry are

identified in the listings.

Restricted routes

Routes that restrict use by motor carriers for any of a number of
reasons are listed. These routes are selected from information provided to
Rand McNally by the individual states and provinces. Selected routes are
restricted due to state or local laws banning truck travel, low-weight bridges,
or tunnel limitations, or are unsafe for year-round truck travel due to extreme
weather conditions. When planning a trip, companies and drivers should be
aware that if a route is listed as a restricted route, it is not repeated in the list
of low clearance locations even though it may have one or more structures of

less than legal clearance.
